In Classes where time limits are given, these are generous and pieces chosen should be
well within them. The use of shorter pieces will not be penalised, but marks will be
deducted if the time limit is exceeded.

o ltis no longer necessary for competitors in Speech Classes (Own Choice) to seek copyright
permission before performing poetry, prose or solo dramatic items (for details, see Speech
Section of the syllabus). However, it is still necessary to obtain permission from the owner
of the Performing Right before performing Duologues and Group Drama.

- CERTIFICATES will be awarded as follows (in accordance with The British Federation’s requlations):
o Gold Star - An exceptional performance technically and artistically
Gold - A excellent and convincing performance technically and artistically

o Silver - A capable performance showing some artistic appreciation and/or technical ability
o Bronze - A performance showing development of technique and/or communication
o Certificate of Participation - A performance limited in its communication, with an overall

need for artistic development.
o In Group entries, there will be Certificates for each member_but only ONE GROUP Report.

- The Adjudicator may withhold any award. Adjudicators’ decisions in all cases shall be final. It is
forbidden to communicate with the Adjudicator in any way.
